National Junior Honor Society Guidelines
1.  Inductions:  In keeping with the national guidelines, sixth, seventh, and eighth grade students are allowed to be inducted into the NJHS after the first semester of each school year.

2.   Academic criteria:  Students must maintain a 90% or above in all classes, with the exception of Algebra I.  Students in Algebra I must maintain an 85% or above in that class and a 90% or above in all other classes.  
3.  Behavior criteria:  Students must maintain a satisfactory in conduct in all classes.

4.  Probation:  A student will be put on probation under the following circumstances: 


-the student’s grades fall below a 90% (85% in Algebra 1) in any class 
during a nine weeks period

OR


-the student’s conduct falls below a satisfactory in any class during a nine 
weeks period

OR


-the student does not fulfill the service criteria set forth by the chapter 
during a semester
5.  Suspensions: Suspended students cannot be inducted again while in middle school.  Student will be suspended from the NJHS if:


-the student is on probation for two consecutive nine week periods

OR


-the student is on probation for a total of three nine week periods

OR


-any serious situation occurs as determined by the NJHS Faculty 
Committee and GCF school administration
6.  Officers:  Eighth grade students will nominate and vote for officers at the beginning of the school year.

8.  Service Criteria:  Service projects are an important part of the NJHS.  Every member is expected to contribute to projects and to log 8 service hours per semester.  Service hours must be approved by your NJHS advisor. 

9.  Recognitions and Awards:  In the spring of each year, a special ceremony will be held to recognize students for their continued academic excellence at school.
